Serves as an ABC certified orthotist-prosthetist.   He/she interacts with multi-disciplinary treatment team to develop orthotic and/or prosthetic treatment plan.   The incumbent monitors, trends, evaluates and makes recommendations regarding the clinical operations.   He/she provides therapeutic and rehabilitative assistance to patients by providing suitable orthotic and prosthetic devices. This includes, but is not limited to, fabricating, measuring, and fitting a wide variety of custom and non-custom made upper and lower extremity appliances for veterans.  Instructs patients in wearing and maintaining prosthetic, orthotic, and/or pedorthotic devices.  Some travel may be required to provide clinic support at Bath, Canandaigua, and ROPC and back-up for Buffalo and Albany when required.   

	Job Requirements: 
	Qualification Requirements: One year of specialized experience in orthotics or prosthetics that included the development or fabrication of orthotic or prosthetic devices and appliances that demonstrated the candidate’s ability to meet patients’ orthotic or prosthetic needs.  The candidate must have attained and met the educational requirements to obtain a CPO certification (ABC or BOC) in orthotics and/or prosthetics.
