He/she provides primary care based opioid re-evaluation and management support – informed by model programs at Philadelphia VAMC, WNY chronic pain clinic – to support primary care providers in assessment and care coordination of complex pain patients particularly around opioid management, facilitating reliable communication and timely access to appropriate pharmacological and non-pharmacological treatment.  The incumbent performs proximal interdisciplinary assessment and support for treatment of chronic pain problems, notably musculosketletal and headaches, common to OEF/OIF veterans, as well as insomnia, lifestyle re-integration and other health behavior change.  He/she integrates assessment and planning regarding substance abuse and iatrogenic opioid abuse, toward improved treatment planning for medically supervised detoxification and conventional substance abuse treatment.  Performs other related duties as assigned.
