DUTIES:  The Anesthesia Technician performs logistical and technical support to anesthesiologists and nurse anesthetists.  Duties include, but are not limited to:  maintaining an up-to-date inventory of all anesthesiology supplies and equipment; maintaining a clean and organized storage area for supplies and equipment; obtains and distributes supplies; inspects, monitors; and collects data from anesthesia related equipment; performing routine equipment preventive maintenance/repair; operates and monitors common and non-commonly used equipment, performing routine procedures under normal supervision; maintains an up-to-date inventory of all medications used by the Anesthesia Section; labels medication appropriately; serves as a circulating technician for supplies; and assists anesthesia staff in performing sterile procedures such as arterial lines, central venous lines, and pulmonary artery catheters by preparing supplies and procedures and discarding appropriately; assists with insertion of arterial lines, Swan Ganz, Double lumens, etc. The incumbent maintains a clean, safe work environment. Performs other related duties as assigned.  
QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS: 
Basic Requirement:   Basic Cardiac Life Support (BCLS) certification preferred.
GS-6:  At least one year of experience that demonstrates the knowledge, skills, abilities, and other characteristics related to the duties of an Anesthesia Technician, that include:

1. Knowledge of human anatomy and physiology (specifically cardiac and pulmonary).

2. Knowledge and application of safety and infection control processes.
3. Ability to serves as a circulating technician for supplies and to assist with documentation of hemodynamic patient data.
4. Knowledge of anesthesiology supplies and equipment appropriate to less complex anesthetic procedures, such as those found in ambulatory surgery.
GS-7: In addition to meeting the standards at the GS-6 grade level, the candidate must have one additional year of Anesthesia Technician experience that included assisting anesthesiologists and nurse anesthetists in routine anesthetic procedures under general supervision and exercising moderate independent judgment in anesthesia technology duties. In addition, you must demonstrate the following KSAs:
1. Knowledge of the fundamentals of standard equipment operation, calibration, and function.
2. Knowledge of correct use of non-invasive patient monitoring equipment specific to anesthesiology.

3. Ability to appropriately interact with patients during anesthetic procedures.

4. Knowledge of anesthesiology supplies and equipment appropriate to routine anesthetic procedures, such as those found in typical inpatient settings.
