Research Required Education & Training
VA requires training with the submission of a research protocol as well as annually for all Investigators, coordinators, staff, students, etc.  This includes all people involved in VA approved research whether they are VA paid or WOC (Without Compensation).  

VA approved research includes science only bench work, human studies and animal protocols.  

VA paid researchers must complete the required education using the TMS system in order to receive proper credit for the courses. https://www.tms.va.gov/plateau/user/login.jsp
WOC researchers must complete the required education using the EES system and print and turn in their certificates of completion in order to receive proper credit. https://www.ees-learning.net/librix/loginhtml.asp?v=librix 

First time users must create a user name and password.  Once that is done, you must select your affiliation which is VA-other and your location as VHA.    Please go to the Available Courses Tab—then the Explore tab.  Click on “Security”.  In the Security tab you will find courses 1. 3. and 4. below.   Click “Sign me up” on the far right to add them to your curriculum.  You need to do this one course at a time.  Then you go back to the Available Courses Tab—then the Explore tab.  Click on “Ethics” you will find course 2. below.  Click “Sign me up”.  
Courses:  Be sure to ask the research education coordinator what courses are needed for the work you will be doing.  You may not need to complete all courses listed below.
1. VA Privacy and Information Security Awareness and Rules of Behavior
2. Ethics Most Wanted (EES system) or Integrated Ethics: Ethics in Healthcare (TMS system)**If the Integrated Ethics is not available on the TMS system Ethics Most Wanted is an acceptable substitution**-(VA personnel-Ethics course will not already be on your learning plan you will need to add it)
3. Information Security 201 for Research and Development Personnel- (one time requirement)
4. VHA Privacy Policy-(Required Annually for anyone with access to identifiable data)
5. CITI Human Subjects and Good Clinical Practices-(new** required every TWO years)
6. CITI for anyone working w/Animals-Course depends on animal working being done-Please check with research education coordinator for required course- **More than one animal courses may be required https://www.citiprogram.org/default.asp
For CITI site your affiliation will be with NY-528, VHA, Other in order to set up your account.
